Spectators

The SwimPath shop will be with us for the weekend, so it’s a great chance to buy some
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early swimming-related Christmas presents.

Health & Safety / Leisure Centre ltems
Please be aware of the following items:-

Only those helping with the open meet and those with poolside passes are allowed on poolside.
Swim England rules expressly prohibit the use of mobile phones or any devices with photo/video
capability in the changing room areas. Please ensure swimmers are reminded of this.

e Swimmers, on Saturday morning, please don’t access poolside until 8.05am, and be considerate of
early morning swimmers exiting the pool. On Sunday morning access to the leisure centre will be only
allowed from around 7.50am. With the temperature dropping, we’d encourage swimmers to wrap up
warm - especially if you are waiting outside of the leisure centre waiting to be let in.

e Please stick to the designated places on the poolside plan. Tank 3 is being used by other users during
the weekend and we ask that everyone involved in the open meet is respectful of this and we do not
encroach on this space.

e We have swimmers attending the open meet with nut / peanut allergies and we ask that swimmers do
not bring any foods containing nuts with them.

e Tank 1 (4 lanes) is a designated warm up / cool down pool throughout the open meet. Please could
swim coaches ensure this is a supervised space.

Sign In / Withdrawals / No Late Entries!
There will be no sign in except for the 800m and 1500m events. Any withdrawal of swimmers will be inline

with meet condition 19. We have had a lot of emails asking for late entries. We are near / at capacity and
I’'m afraid we are not accepting any late entries.

Awar Prizes!
Medals for the top three in each event, top female and male swimmers (including para) for 12/u and 13/O
and top club award.
